The A, B, C’s of Family Involvement
Actively listen to your child.  Spend at least five minutes each day giving each child your full attention.

Begin each day with a hug for your child.

Collect items of interest with your child:  leaves, rocks, books, buttons.

Delight in one specific success of each child each week.

Eat as a family at least once a week.

Find and read important information from school. Check that backpack!

Gather school supplies and place them where your children can find and use them.

Help your child leave home looking forward to something at school.

Identify a gift from the heart your child can give to another family member.  Make a centerpiece together for the dinner table.

Jump with your child!  Show your enthusiasm!
Keep a list of kind words to share with your child.

Locate a spot where your child can read quietly.

Open the doors to talking to each other.

Play games together with your child.

Questions are important tools for learning.  Ask questions!
Read at least 10 minutes to your children every day.
Smile at your children every day.

Take your child to the public library every month.  It’s FREE!

Understand that each child learns in many different ways.

Value your child’s school work and school in many ways such as volunteering to help at school.

Walk and explore new places together with your child.

Xerox school work your child is proud of to send to a friend or relative.
