This packet should answer a lot of your questions regarding 1st grade.  There are some items I want to stress as your child’s teacher.  

1.  Please have your child wear appropriate shoes to school.  There are many times we are doing movement activities and tennis shoes are best for this.  Please do not have your child wear Sunday shoes to school unless it is picture day or a special event.
2.  I will expect your child to assume some responsibility this year.  Your child will be expected to unpack his/her own bookbag each morning and pack it each afternoon.  I will not unpack or pack the bags and parents will not either.

3.  As per our district regulations, we are only allowed two parties a year.   As the other holidays and special events arise, we will have a special snack, but no party.

Student Planners and Binders

All students will be given a student planner.  This planner is used for communication between home and school.  The planner needs to be signed every night.  It is the parents’ responsibility to sign the planner.  The planner will go home each afternoon and is expected to be brought back to school the following day.  The teacher will initial the planner and check to make sure homework assignments are being written daily.  This is a great place to jot letters to the teacher.
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Homework is important because it is a valuable aid in helping students make the most of their experiences in school.  Homework is given because it is useful in reinforcing what has been learned in class, prepares students for upcoming lessons, extends and generalizes concepts, teaches responsibility, and helps students develop positive study habits.


Homework will be assigned Monday through Thursday nights and is due the following day unless stated otherwise.  Any big projects will be assigned with plenty of time to complete them.  Students will be responsible for writing down assignments each day in their planners.


If there is a legitimate reason why a student is not able to finish homework, the parent must send a note on the day the homework is due stating the reason it was not completed.  Without a note, students will be expected to do the work during recess time.


Each student will keep a 3-ring binder where homework, newsletters, poems, and other important things will be kept in an organized manner.  These binders will go home every day and come back to school every day.

Signed Papers


Signed papers will be sent home every week on Wednesday.  These papers must be returned By Friday.  Be sure you sign the form in the folder and return.
