A First Grade Webquest
Designed by Glynnis Abraham
gabraham@my.gcu.edu
Introduction

We see plants all around us. They provide food, shade, and homes for animals, but also have needs of their own. The questions you want to answer are:

1. What are the parts of a plant and what are their jobs?

2. What does a plant need to survive?

In this webquest, you will explore websites that will help you answer these questions and more.
Task

Your task is to:

· Identify the jobs of the different parts of a plant.

· Identify the things a plant needs to survive.

· Experiment with what happens when a plant does not get what it needs.

· Make a book for kindergarten students.
Process

Prior to beginning this webquest, you will view streaming video on plants: Plant Parts and Plants Have Needs. Then you will be given a partner by your teacher. You and your partner will follow these steps to complete the webquest.
1. Visit Parts of a Plant.  When you get to this site, click on labels. On a piece of paper, draw a plant and label the parts (roots, stem, leaves, and flower).
2. Visit Growing Plants. Use this site a few times before moving on. On your piece of paper, list the three things plants need to survive.
3. Take this Quiz to see what you know about plants. After getting to this site, you will have to click on the word quiz. 

4. Go to the Writing Center and make a book about plants to give to the kindergarten classes. Be sure to include the parts of plants and what they need to survive. Be creative!

	Student does not work well with a partner or does not work at all.
	Student does not work well with a partner.
	Student mostly works well with partner.
	Student works well with a partner and work is shared equally.

	Makes Book about Plants
	Student does not make a book.
	Student makes a book, but it is either sloppy or not on topic.
	Student makes a book about plants, but it is incomplete.
	Student makes a neat book about plants that includes all information from the webquest.

Now you have reviewed the parts of a plant. You have learned what job each part has and what plants need to survive. See if you can challenge yourself by playing a little harder Growing Plant game.
